can use this information in our analysis. Filip Degroote has 
developed a way to include the richness of these details in 
his repertory. 

●   He puts a treasure chest of information about dreams at 
our disposal.

Previous authors attempted to 
solve the problem by translating the unknown dream into 
known rubrics, and placed the dreams in other sections of 
the repertory eg. delusions, delirium fear etc. (Bronfman, 
Grégoire, Masi, and others).
